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Advocacy Worksheet

For Parents and Mentor-Advocates
The best way to help a child succeed in school is for all of the adults involved (parents, teachers, mentor, etc.) to work as a team.  The child and his or her parent(s) are always at the core of the team.  In our program, we hope that the mentor-advocate will support they child and parent(s) by helping to advocate for the student’s needs.  To increase teamwork, parents and mentor-advocates may wish to sit down and discuss the items on this worksheet.

What are the child’s strengths and needs?

What are his or her trends in school performance?

Has the child been evaluated for special services?  If so, what was the result?

What are the parent’s goals for the student’s academic performance?  The mentor’s goals?

What role should the parent play in supporting the student in school?  The mentor?

Who will attend parent-teacher conferences? Open Houses?  IEP meetings?

How often should the child’s parent and mentor communicate about school related issues?

What types of support can the mentor provide to the student?

What needs to happen for this child to be successful in school?

What can the mentor do to help the parent be more involved with the student’s education?
